From the Officiating Corner:

Uniforms: USAV has increased its scrutiny on uniforms. Specifically targeted are contrasting colors for humbers
and the Libero uniform. The concept of light/dark is being strictly enforced, e.g., a grey number on a black jersey
= illegal uniform. Numbers not centered, too large on the front, etc.

The Libero uniforms have to be CLEARLY identifiable. Example > purple jersey with Libero in black = illegal; dark
teak/blue with a black Libero jersey = illegal. There have been a number of teams who have been notified that
their uniforms are illegal.

Most of these teams will be traveling later this summer and will incur difficulties. Succinctly, they will not be
allowed to participate until made legal. Also understand that because a team is not traveling does not allow them to
violate the uniform rules.
